Printing PDF Documents
PDF documents can typically be loaded into Adobe Acrobat Reader via the web browser by clicking on the highlighted filename of the document. However, it sometimes impossible to load, and print or save PDF files using web browsers. Adobe Acrobat can hang up or fail to save or print. Furthermore, it can take a long time for some of the larger PDF documents to load and once loaded to print out the entire document. 

Outlined here are some tips that may help overcome such problems. 

Save PDF File to disk

Save the PDF file directly from the web site rather than loading the file into Adobe Acrobat from within the web browser. The PDF file can be saved by right clicking on the highlighted link to the document from within the web page and saving the file as "source" when using Netscape on the sun, or "Save target as ..." when using Microsoft Explorer. 

PDF File on disk

Read the PDF file directly using Adobe Acrobat on a PC. For example, on a linux or unix workstation you would enter the following: 

Acroread  <filename> & 

For a very specific example, try 

acroread ~rochford/docs/articles/nesting/1996JC03246.pdf & 

Printing PDF File

If the file is quite large then print it out in segments, e.g. 2-4 pages at a time. 

Duplex Printing

There are printers available on the Code 7320/7330 network that duplex print. As of May 2002, the following printers are available. 

B&W: xerox2 & xerox3

lpr -P xerox2dup <filename>
Color: tek5 & tek8 

lpr -P tek8dup <filename>
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
